YOUR Palette:
Stephen Quiller Round or Traveler Palette – I prefer this because you can arrange your paints like a color wheel, but whatever you have will do.
PAPER:

140 LB. D’ Arches Bright White Cold Pressed Paper

We will work mostly on sheets 15”X22” or larger.  If you do not have this paper I will have supplies of it for purchase.
Miscellaneous ITEMS:
Journal/notebook:
For your notes and thoughts.

Misting Bottles: 
one fine mister (the center tube is very narrow, often body sprays and some hair sprays have this) and one big blobber (the center tube is rather thick, like a Windex bottle).
Water Container:
Preferably one with 3 or 4 good size wells like the round storage bin at Lowe’s or Home Depot.  The main ingredient of watercolor is WATER and we’re going to use our fair share of it.

Support Board:
Gator board is lightweight and durable; masonite or plexi-boards are also good.

HB Drawing Pencil & Eraser
Paper Towels or Tissues

Other Items:

Plastic tablecloth; #4 Palette Knife or smaller, the key is that the tip be very flexible 



and rather pointy; Masking Fluid; Salt (Kosher, Sea or Table), Saran Wrap, and Wax
